 INSTALLING TO SINK/DECK 

 

Important:  The recommended sink/deck through-hole shall be Ø1-

3/8”.  Maximum sink/deck thickness should no greater than 3-3/4”   

• Place BASE (2) with O-RING (3) onto BODY (1) 
Slide SHANK (1a)  

• From underside slide MOUNT (4) and NUT (5) 

onto SHANK (1a); loosely tighten NUT (5) 

• From topside position BODY (1) with handle on 

RIGHT side as shown and from underside securely

• Place 3/8” compression NUT (7c) & SLEEVE (7b) 

onto hot tank OUTLET (6b) slide coupling BODY 

(7a) on and securely tighten 3/8” compression NUT 

(7c) to coupling BODY (7a) 

• Tighten hose from dispenser with RED NUT (8) to 

COUPLING (7) at tank INLET (6a)  

• Tighten one end of TRANSFER HOSE (9) to 

dispenser SHANK (1a) and other end to 

COUPLING (7) at tank OUTLET (6b) 

• Attach flow RESTRICTOR (11) onto water supply 

VALVE (12); tighten hose from dispenser with BLUE 

NUT (10) to flow RESTRICTOR (11) 

• Turn on water supply VALVE (12) and operate 

dispenser by rotating HANDLE (13); check for leaks 

and adjust as necessary
